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HINTS AND TIPS FOR OPERATING YOUR  ROLL OUT AWNING. 

Three most likely sources of awning damage:  

WIND  Possibly number one cause of awning damage. The surface area is approximately 110 square feet. 

The pressure that can build up under a 13’ or 14’ awning is capable  of powering a yacht that may well win the 

“America Cup” 

RAIN. Water weighs approx. 1kg/lt and if allowed to pool can easily  make 15lt the equivalent of a small child. 

COMMON SENSE.  Never attempt to roll out your awning in blustery or windy conditions. 

Never force any part that does not move freely. 

Always rope the corners, install Anti Flap Kit and curved roof Rafters. 

In the event of rain lower one side so allowing water to run off. 

Never wash your awning with harsh chemicals. 

Never allow your awning to slam back when rolling up as it damages the locking mechanism. 

Never move your caravan with the awning out. 

Step  1  RELEASE TRAVEL LOCKS. 

Step 2 RELEASE THE TOP SWAY ARM LOCK. 

Step  3 FLIP THE MECHANISM LEVER TO ROLL OUT OR OPEN. 

Step  4  FULLY ROLL OUT AWNING. 

 Step 5  EXTEND TOP SWAY ARM. 

Step  6  EXTEND THE OUTER ARMS OF THE AWNING  FRAMESET. 

Step  7 INSTALL  THE AWNING LONG WALL. 

Step  8  RETURN ROLLER TO THE 3 O’CLOCK POSITION. 

Step 9 INSTALL YOUR ANTI FLAP KIT. 

Step 10 INSTALL CURVED ROOF RAFTERS 

Step 11   ATTACH WIND SKIRT. 

Step12 ATTACH END WALLS OF ANNEXE. 

 Step 13  INSTALL CAMPING MAT OR FLOOR COVERINGS. 

Step 14 ROPE  THE CORNERS OF YOUR AWNING DOWN. 

Step 15 PEG ANNEXE DOWN.
